Over the last years ROKPA has established over 130 projects in Nepal and 
Tibet. These include craft schools, medicine schools, soup kitchens and monasteries. They have also 
trained teachers to provide an education of traditional Tibetan old crafts to young kids, such as  
Thangka painting. 
 
Although Tibetans live in barren and sparse lands, the people lay claim to one of the richest global 
cultures, influencing the West for decades. The spiritual accomplishment of the Tibetans is world 
renowned, but there is little awareness of the devastation of monasteries, the heart of social and spiritual 
training, during the Cultural Revolution. By rebuilding these monasteries and nunneries, schools and 
medical clinics, ROPKA is keeping the Tibetan culture from extinction. 
 
The concert is to be held at the Cobden Club in Notting Hill in May 2006. Hosted by one of England’s 
finest comedians, the evening puts the spotlight on British music and many international artists have 
already expressed an interest in performing on the night. Tickets are on sale in advance for £20 and 
everyone is being advised to book early, as there are only 180 tickets available.
